Regulations

of the XI th International Contest

of Bayan & Accordion Young Performers

named after Nikolay I. Beloborodov

1. The Contest’s Constitutors:
•
the Tula Region’s Culture Ministry;

•
the State Culture Establishment of the Tula Region “Association of Centers for Developing Art, Folk Culture and Tourism”.

2. The Contest’s Organizers:

•
the State Culture Establishment of the Tula Region “Association of Centers for Developing Art, Folk Culture and Tourism”, the Training and Methods Center for Education and Professional Development;
•
the State Professional Educational Establishment of the Tula Region “Tula Art College named after Alexander S. Dargomyzhsky”.

3. The Contest’s Goals and Objectives:

•
rise of bayan and accordion learners’ performing level;
•
enlargement of their training and concert repertoire;

•
perfection of professional pedagogical mastery of folk instruments departments teachers in educational establishments for culture and art;
•
interchange of pedagogical and creative experience.
4. The General Regulations.

Pupils of children’s art schools and students of colleges in bayan and accordion classes take part in the XI th International contest of bayan & accordion young performers named after Nikolay I. Beloborodov. 
The XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers is held by the following specialties:
●
bayan (button accordion),

●
key accordion

in the single united nomination.
In the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers, the flowing age categories have been determined:
▪
the first younger one – under 9 years old (inclusive);
▪
the second younger one – under 11 years old (inclusive);

▪
the middle one – from 12 to 13 years old (inclusive);

▪
the elder one – from 14 to 15 years old (inclusive);

▪
the first junior one – from 16 to 17 years old (inclusive);
▪
the second junior one – from 18 to 19 years old (inclusive).
Contest participants’ age is determined on the registration day as March 15th 2019.
5. The Contest’s Program Requirements.

The XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers is held in two rounds. The whole program is performed by heart (from memory). The sounding duration of any program performed in each round is within the time limits determined.
I st round
●
the I st younger age group:

▪
two manifold pieces by a participant’s choice
(the program sounding time is not more than 8 minutes);

●
the II nd younger age group:
▪
a piece with some elements of polyphony,
▪
a piece by a participant’s choice
(the program sounding time is not more than 10 minutes);

●
the middle age group:

▪
an imitational polyphony,
▪
a technically advanced virtuosity-like piece
(the program sounding time is not more than 15 minutes);

●
the elder age group:

▪
an imitational polyphony,
▪
a technically advanced virtuosity-like piece
(the program sounding time is not more than 20 minutes);

●
the I st junior age group:

▪
a piece with insertion of fugue (not less than 3 voices),
▪
a technically advanced virtuosity-like piece
(the program sounding time is not more than 20 minutes);

●
the II nd junior age group:

▪
a piece with insertion of fugue (not less than 3 voices),
▪
a technically advanced virtuosity-like piece
(the program sounding time is not more than 25 minutes);

II nd round

●
the I st younger age group:

▪
two manifold pieces by a participant’s choice;
●
participants of the II nd younger, middle, elder, I st junior age groups:

▪
a piece of the large-scale form: sonata, sonatina, concertino, concerto etc. 

(I st movement in the form of sonata allegro or II nd and III rd movements)

or another cyclical piece (not less than 3 movements; for younger and middle age groups being not less than 2 movements),
▪
an arrangement of a folk theme or a popular melody;
●
the II nd junior age group:

▪
an original cyclical piece for bayan and accordion (not less than 3 movements),
▪
an arrangement of a folk theme or a popular melody.
Doubling any pieces of the I st and II nd rounds, transferring any piece from a program of one round to the other one, enlarging limits of program sounding are prohibited.
6. The Order and Conditions of Holding the Contest.

The contest auditions are held on the basis of the State Professional Educational Establishment of the Tula Region “Tula Art College named after Alexander S. Dargomyzhsky” by the following address: 72, F. Engels Street, Tula, Russia from the 16th till the 19th of March 2019.
The grand opening of the XI th International contest of bayan & accordion young performers named after Nikolay I. Beloborodov as well as its casting of lots for participants are held in the Concert Hall of the Tula Regional Philharmonics named after Iosif A. Mikhaylovsky by the following address: 51, Lenin Avenue, Tula, Russia. The grand opening being on the 15th of March 2019 at 14.00 (2 p.m.); the casting of lots will be held on the 15th of March 2019 at 16.00 (4 p.m.). 
Only the participants to have undergone their registration in the Tula Dargomyzhsky Art College are permitted to the casting of lots.
Rewarding winners of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers as well as the concert of its laureates will take place in the Concert Hall of the Tula Mikhaylovsky Regional Philharmonics on the 20th of March 2019 at 12.00 (at 12 p.m.).
Any changes in one’s program declared are prohibited.

Each contest participant is granted an acoustic rehearsal in the Concert Hall of the Tula Dargomyzhsky Art College (in the spare time, free of contest auditions). Everyday rehearsal trainings are provided for participants in the college classrooms.
A conference on actual questions of music pedagogy and bayan & accordion performance is held to sum up the result of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers as well as the final concert of the contest winners.

With the aim of ensuring equal conditions of competing for participants, any use of phonograms, synthesizers, any computer gears for accompanying instruments is not allowed.
7. The Contest Commission (Jury).

Famous Russian and foreign musicians, laureates of international contests, instructors of educational institutions are included into the membership of the contest commission (the jury). The contest commission (jury) judges contestants by the 25-point system. 60% participants in the first round to have obtained the more quantity of points are permitted for the second round. Distribution of the prize places is executed by the results of the point amount in the first and second rounds. The contest commission (jury) has a right: not to award the Grand-prix, to award not all the diplomas, to share premiums among some performers, to share places among some participants, to award special prizes, to award diplomas for the best performance of single pieces, to reward the best accompanists with Honorary diplomas. The members of the contest commission (jury) vote secretly. Any decision of the contest commission (jury) is definitive and is not liable to reconsideration or revision.
The member of the contest commission (jury) who nominates his disciple as a contestant does not participate in judging his/her performance.
8. Criteria of grades.
The contest commission (the jury) of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers judges contestants’ performances by the following criteria:

•
an artistic and technical level of one’s performance;
•
an extent of difficulty of a participant’s contest repertoire;
•
a participant’s scenic behavior, his/her program performance stability.
9. Rewarding the contest’s winners and participants.
The constitutor of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers determines the following prizes:
•
the Grand-prix;
•
the I st, II nd, III rd places (for each age group).
The winners of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers to have taken the I st, II nd, III rd places in each age group are bestowed the title “Laureate” with presentation of a diploma.
The teachers to have coached laureates and diploma holders are rewarded with Honorary diplomas.
The participants to have not ranked among laureates and diploma holders as well as their teachers are rewarded with testimonial letters for participation.

10. Advanced training.
As part of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers, the Training and Methods Center for Education and Professional development of the State Culture Establishment of the Tula Region “Association of Centers for Developing Art, Folk Culture and Tourism” organizes the paid-for courses of advanced training for teachers of children’s music schools, children’s art schools and the ones of colleges.
Within the program of the courses there are: master classes, creative gatherings, one’s activity in the contest’s alternative jury, a round-table discussion. The persons to have undergone the courses of advanced training are given a certificate of the prescribed standard in the volume of 72 hours. The beginning of functioning for the courses of advanced training is March 16th, their cost being 1500 rubles. The payment is realized by transferring (not less than 10 days prior to the course beginning). One’s application for participation in the courses of advanced training is necessary to be sent before (the deadline for applications is) February 10th, simultaneously with the one’s application for participation in the contest, to the e-mail address umc.ock@tularegion.org with indicating a teacher’s name, his/her city, his/her educational institution. 11. Financial conditions.

Participants of the XI th International Beloborodov contest of bayan & accordion young performers pay all the expenses of their fare and stay themselves on their own. A contest participant’s organizational payment equals 3.200 rubles. In the case of one’s refusal or rejection of participating in the contest, his/her documents and organizational payment are not given back. To the contest opening and closing ceremonies, contest auditions, creative gatherings, admission is free. The requisites for transferring the organizational payment are marked: the XI th International contest of bayan & accordion young performers named after Nikolay I. Beloborodov.

12. Presenting applications.
Applications for participation in the contest are accepted before (the deadline for applications is) February 10th, 2019, in the e-form to the following e-mail address: umc.ock@tularegion.org.
The flowing things are appended to one’s application:
•
a copy of the pay-sheet,
•
a copy of a participant’s passport or birth certificate,
•
a participant’s brief creative biography;

•
a participant’s photography (9х12): photo-studio-made, in the format of TIF or JPG under the pixel density 300 dpi (dots per inch) with the maximum possible quality.
In the application, it is necessary to indicate the following data:
1) a participant’s first (second, patronymic) name and surname;
2) a participant’s birth date;

3) a participant’s age group with indication of his/her instrument;

4) his/her teacher’s first (second, patronymic) name and surname (all the titles, in the presence of);

5) his/her accompanist’s first (second, patronymic) name and surname (all the titles, in the presence of);

6) his/her sending educational institution’s precise name;
7) his/her sending educational institution’s address;

8) his/her contact phones;

9) his/her contact e-mail;

10) the program performed by rounds (with indication of composers’ initials);
11) the exact time of sounding for each piece;

12) a participant’s (his/her legal representative’s) consent to processing his/her personal data.
The sending party informs the organizing committee about the exact time of arriving at the contest.
The contest organizer, the State Culture Establishment of the Tula Region “Association of Centers for Developing Art, Folk Culture and Tourism”, renders assistance in making a booking of an accommodation for any contest participants and their attendants by their advance request. 
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
